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Brighton alumni association announces 2007 Alumni Hall of Fame inductees


Leading figures in medicine, undersea and space exploration, and business are the 2007 inductees in the Brighton Schools Alumni Association (BSAA) Alumni Hall of Fame. BSAA will honor the inductees at a May 31 dinner at Oak Hill Country Club, and present them to the Brighton High School (BHS) student body at the annual Awards Ceremony on the morning of June 1. 


The 2007 inductees are Bradford “Brad” C. Berk, MD, Ph.D., BHS class of 1971, senior vice president for Health Sciences and CEO of the University of Rochester Medical Center (URMC) and Strong Health; Arthur Lonne Lane, Ph.D., BHS 1957, principal investigator, In-Situ Deep Ice & Deep Ocean Organic Molecule Probe, NASA/Jet Propulsion Laboratory (JPL); and John Shoemaker, BHS 1960, chairman of the board and director of Technology/Internet Software & Services at SonicWall, Inc. 


“It is an honor and a pleasure to recognize such stellar fellow BHS alumni,” said Alan Ziegler, BHS 1955, chair of the BSAA Alumni Hall of Fame Committee.


• As nominator Alan Cameros said, Berk “is an internationally respected scientist, academic administrator and educator-clinician. His work has contributed significantly to our understanding of cardiovascular disease.”


Berk went from BHS to earning a BA in History and Biology from Amherst, and his MD and Ph.D. from the U of R. He held appointments at Harvard, Emory University and the University of Washington before again returning to Rochester, in 1998, to serve URMC as chief of cardiology and director of its new Cardiovascular Research Center. He was named chair of medicine within a year and to his current leadership position in August 2006. In addition to his increased important administrative role, he continues to see patients.
• Lane has held supervisory roles with the JPL since 1969. He has been involved with dozens of major 
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missions and explorations into space and planetary science, including Voyager Mission to the Outer Planets, Mars Science Microrover, Mariners 6 & 7 extended mission (Mars), Jupiter Orbiter, South Pacific Hydrothermal Vent Probe Project, and Antarctica 2000 Deep Ice Probe. He has received three NASA Exceptional Scientific Achievement Medals and several NASA Group Achievement Awards. He is renowned not only for his scientific expertise but also for his dedication to mentoring students and young professionals in the field of space exploration.

Lane’s high-school performance was so impressive that he went from BHS to Harvard University without formally receiving his diploma. He earned an AB in Chemistry from Harvard and a Ph.D. in Physical Chemistry from the University of Illinois, including work in residence at Caltech. As part of his BSAA Alumni Hall of Fame recognition, he is receiving his long-delayed but well-deserved high-school diploma.  
• Shoemaker started with Xerox in 1969 and subsequently served as vice president of Marketing at Xerox and at Sun Microsystems, among other important positions in industry, managing operations up to $100 million in revenue. 


Shoemaker earned his BA in Political Science and Business from Hanover College, and serves on its board of trustees. He earned his MBA from the Indiana University Kelley Graduate School of Business, where he is a member of the School of Business Dean’s Advisory Council and CIO Advisory Council. He holds a Ph.D. from the Indiana University School of Government. He also has served on boards of various private and not-for-profit entities.

As nominator Shera Banbury said, “John Shoemaker is part of the reason why BHS is so valuable to me.”

The BSAA Alumni Hall of Fame began in 2006 and is dedicated to recognizing BHS alumni who have demonstrated excellence in their careers, service to their communities and appreciation of their BHS educations.
