INTRODUCTIONS: Crissy Pullano '10 is our new BHS Student Representative. Board members and guests introduced themselves and welcomed her to the Board.

 

MINUTES: The minutes from Tuesday, June 2, 2009, were read and approved. 
 

TREASURER'S REPORT: Pete French reports that the M&T Account is $23,990.15; our Vanguard investment fund is $68,793.15, total $92,783.30. There have been some expenditures for the Courtyard Garden project.

 

PROJECTS
COURTYARD GARDEN: Chuck Van De Mar reported that a lot of progress was made during the summer after the drainage system was completed. Now the stage is finished, as well as the multicolored gravel ground cover, and the stone pavers of "Barons Walk" are in place. These pavers will eventually be replaced by engraved pavers as they are sold. Pete H had Scott Miller over one day for a visit, and Scott brought along his design sketches for the metal cube sculpture that will be the centerpiece of the courtyard. Pete H and Kay Clark are researching images of the old Brighton schools that will be featured on the sculpture. Chuck has selected granite benches that can be etched with names or copy, and up to six will be available for sale (four have already been purchased). Still to be installed is the 1840s millstone from the Daisy Flour Mill in the old Town of Brighton, and some landscaping features that will be added next spring. Pete and Chuck wanted to particularly thank Doug Ackert and his department for their huge effort to finish this project before the fall semester begins.
HALL OF FAME: The 2010 BHS calendar lists the date of the Awards Ceremony as Friday, June 4, 2010, and so the Hall of Fame Banquet will held that evening. 
ALUMNI RESOURCE CENTER: Pat Corbett and Kay Clark are hoping that our room will soon be back to a more desirable gathering place and are in hope that some of the storage items will soon be removed. We also pointed out the large supply of yearbooks that have been given to us and hope we will find a way to make use of them. 

 

FUNDRAISING: Maryjane Link's class had a very successful reunion and collected $5,000 to contribute to match the $25,000 given as a challenge to the rest of the classes. ( Only $20,000 to go!). Under consideration are perpetual contributions from alumni and/or an annual appeal. Her class is also purchasing a Courtyard bench.

SUMMER PICNIC: It was proposed that we might try another alumni picnic but schedule it in August, rather than earlier in the summer when there are so many conflicts and school events.
JIM CHRISTY PAINTING: Sales of prints of Jim's painting of the Twelve Corners are slow, but he has sent some income to Pete French.
FALL REUNIONS: We are not getting reports or requests from "reunioners" either young or old. 

ALUMNI DIRECTORY: Pat Corbett and Kay Clark are trying to find class reunion chairpersons or representatives to get copies of their class mailing and e-mail lists as a possible way to update the BSAA website.
HALL OF FAME DVD: Pete H has searched every drawer and cupboard to retrieve this treasure but has had no luck so far. (Anyone who might have had the Hall of Fame video or a copy, please let us know. It disappeared after the 2008 Hall of Fame celebration, and there is no other copy.)
BOARD RECRUITMENT: The need to find new BSAA Board members led to a discussion of reaching out to recent classes, and those who graduated in the 1970s, 1980s and 1990s as alumni who should have a passion for BHS and be ready to "give back" to the school that gave them a head start in life.
BCSD FACULTY MEETING: The Two Petes and Maryjane were invited to the District New Faculty Orientation Meeting.
